Step 1 — Cutting
Set up the cutting of your heat transfer film in
mirror mode and use a standard flex blade of 45°.

Step 2 — Weeding
Remove the excess of material (easy weeding).

Step 3 — Application

Position your design on the textile and press it with
a Sefa DUPLEX/ROTEX or equivalent at
160°C/320°F for 20 seconds with a medium
pressure.

We do recommend the use of a silicone paper to
protect the designs and the textile during the
application.

Step 4 — Peeling
Peel the material while cold.

NOTE: We highly recommend you to perform tests
before launching a production.
